This file is a update that fixes the start-up error in version 1.0.0. Use Add/Remove 

Programs to uninstall the previous version prior to installing this one.

Installation

Double click the FS_TRU_Setup.msi file included in this zip file. Follow the on screen directions. (Mainly click the Next button...:)

If you ever wanted to update textures in your FS texture folder, or other folders and maybe wanted to backup the original files you may find this little utility handy.

The main reason I designed this program is because I like to make backup files of the files I am replacing. Sometimes going through a whole folder looking for files to be replaced can be quite a chore. Then having to backup the files one at a time, then if I want to update the replaced files and make backups…. Well you know what I am talking about if you like to try new textures often…(
This program will make this job a lot easier.

1) I would suggest that you create a Master Backup Folder, I put mine in the main FS Folder and called it Original Textures.

2) Select the Source Folder (The folder that contains the new files).

3) Select the Destination folder (The folder that contains the files you want to replace)
4) From the file list box select the files you want to copy. You may click the Select all button, well to select all the files in the Source folder.

5) Click the Copy Files button.

If the Backup Original Files button is in the (On) position, a folder with the same name as the Source folder plus a “000” suffix will be created in the Master Backup Folder.

The program will backup the original files to the newly created folder before overwriting the old ones. A new sub folder with an incremented suffix will be created every time you click the Copy Files button. You may find this handy.
A RestoreInfo.txt file will also be created which will contain, yes, the restore information needed when you click the Restore Files button to restore the original files just in case you don’t like the new textures.

The rest of the program is pretty well self explanatory. Information about buttons and other controls can be obtained by hovering the mouse over said controls.
