To change the paratroops, using a text editor such as 

Notepad open the aircraft's configuration file. You'll find this file, 

AIRCRAFT.CFG, in the directory ...\fs2002\Aircraft\Ju52_v50 . Search the 

section [smokesystem] and replace the bars “//” before (!) the paratroops of 

your choice. Save the modified aircraft.cfg, reload (!) the aircraft in FS2002 

and try.

How to install the Ju-52 and the parachutists 

Using Windows Explorer navigate to your FS folder. (The default location is 

   C:\Program Files\Microsoft Games\Fs2002)  

1st You will notice an 'aircraft' folder. This is where all the aircraft are 

stored. Each aircraft is stored as a separate folder within the 'aircraft' 

folder & each contain 4 sub folders Model, Panel, Sound & Texture as well as 

other required files - the aircraft.cfg & *.air files.  

Downloading & Unzipping

It is important to keep your files organised. For this reason it is recommended 

you do the following:

Installation of the Version 5.0 ( ju52v50.zip) :

      they are present, erase only the files JUCLOCK...GAU (all) and copy

      only the new file JUCLOCK.GAU !

   

   4) move the smoke-, water- and paratrooper- effects files *.fx and *.bmp into the 

      ...\fs2002\Effects  and ...\fs2002\Effects\Texture folders. 

It's done! You are ready to drop. 

After the launch, change your aircraft in FS2002, select your parachutist from 

the aircraft producer "paratroops" and fly with.

Ju-52 history

Nicknamed "Tante Ju" (Auntie Ju) and "Iron Annie" by Axis and Allied troops, the Junkers Ju-52 was the most famous German transport of the war. The Ju-52 was built of corrugated metal skin and paid little attention to beauty, features of a typical Junkers design. Parts and pieces stuck out of the airframe, and the corrugated skin, though much stronger than fabric and metal tubes, created stronger air resistance.
In April 1931, the originally single-engined Ju-52 prototype was fitted with three engines. Performance improved tremendously and production of the new model immediately began. The Ju-52 served as an airliner for many nations. Finland, Spain, Sweden and Germany were just a few. It served as a mail carrier in China, and, fitted with floats, hauled lumber in remote places in Canada. Its most common work, however, was done with the German Lufthansa. Equipped with luxaries like a typewriter and oxygen masks, the Ju-52 could fly from Berlin to Rome in eight hours over the Alps, an impressive feat for contemporary aircraft, let alone an airliner.
The military potentials of the Ju-52 was not overlooked by the Luftwaffe. It entered service as a troop transport and bomber. In the Spanish Civil War, the Ju-52 ferried some 10'000 Moorish troops from Morocco to Spain, and bombed Madrid while, quite embarrassingly, some Lufthansa Ju-52s were in the airport serving as airliners. Later in World War II, the Ju-52 served in every theater in which Germany participated. It dropped paratroopers in the Netherlands, Crete and later the Ardennes. It carried supplies to beleagued troops in North Africa, Stalingrad and the Baltic states. The Ju-52 was slow and very lightly armed against fighters. As a result, it suffered horrible losses in almost all actions, especially over Crete, the Mediterranean and Stalingrad. Many types of replacement were built, but none was as popular or reliable as good old Auntie Ju. Right until the end of the war the Ju-52 was still soldiering on to help stave off defeat. Some Ju-52s are still flying today. 

Junkers Ju 52/3m g4e 

This version was mostly used by the Condor Legion in Spain. It had a number of internal improvements, and a tailwheel in stead of a tail skid. This version was not only produced by Junkers, and the number exceeded 500 aircraft. In 1937 it was slowly withdrawn from it's bomber role, and served more as a transport, bomber-crew trainer, or in the airborne forces role. 12 Aircraft have been converted to Convoy Escorts. These aircraft, like the YB-40 with the B-17, defended it's brothers during sorties. For that reason the 'Geleitschutzflugzeuge' were fitted with the ventral 'Dustbin' again, 2 more 0.312 inch (7,92 mm) guns in the beam positions, and a 20 mm trainable cannon in the nose. 
Demonstrating the plane’s strength, three Ju 52/3m g4e sold 1939 to Swiss Air Force remained in service until 1981 and are still flying by Ju-Air Dübendorf today (HB-HOP, HB-HOS and HB-HOT).
