Takeoff: Do not rotate more than 8 degrees to avoid tail strike, once off the ground, increase 
pitch to 10 – 12 degrees nose up 
 
Climb: None 
 
Cruise: Cruise at M.82 ECON, M.84 Hi-speed cruise 
 
Decent: None
